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The Illinois Commerce Commission cut a rate increase proposed by Ameren Illinois by about 96 
percent Thursday, approving an increase of $4.75 million. 

AmerenCILCO customers in the Pekin area will see an increase in electric delivery charges of about 1.2 percent, but a decrease in gas 
delivery charges by about 12 percent, according to the ICC. Delivery service charges account for about 30 percent of a typical 
residential customer’s bill, according to the ICC.

Ameren Illinois filed a request with the ICC in June, 2009 requesting to increase annual revenue by $226 million. Since then, the 
commission reduced Ameren’s request to $130 million and then revised it again to $162 million, before settling on the final, $4.75 
million decision.

AmerenCILCO spokesperson Neal Johnson said Thursday that a more detailed analysis of the decision would be performed by the 
company in the coming days, and that “this decision may hinder our ability to provide the service that our customers expect.”

“We will thoroughly review the commission’s order and determine what steps we need to take,” he said. “We remain committed to 
our mission of providing safe, reliable energy delivery service to all of our customers.”

The largest reductions made by the ICC to the company’s request were in “cash working capital, accumulated depreciation, 
administrative and operations budgets, rate of return, plant additions, material and supplies, employee benefits and incentive 
compensation,” according to the ICC.

“Our decision limits cost increases for Illinois families and businesses while allowing Ameren to maintain effective and reliable 
service,” acting chairman Manuel Flores said.

An 11-month financial review of the proposal, thousands of pages of evidence, legal pleadings and oral arguments presented before 
the commission preceded its decision. In addition, public hearings were held in Pekin, Springfield, Collinsville and Decatur. More 
than 1,800 public comments were submitted from public hearings, the ICC’s public comment Web site, through a toll-free telephone 
number and the mail, according to the ICC.

The Citizens Utility Board, a nonprofit consumer watchdog group, praised the ruling in a release shortly after the decision.

“The ICC followed the law and carefully considered the evidence, which showed that Ameren did not need anything close to a $130 
million increase,” CUB Executive Director David Kolata said. “In today’s tough economic climate, it’s more important than ever that 
Ameren not be allowed to unfairly pad its profits on the backs of ratepayers.”

According to CUB, Ameren announced that it had made $612 million in 2009 and more than doubled the profit for its Illinois 
utilities, from $51 million to $127 million.
